President’s Report:  

Sweaty Soccer is set for July 6-29 with information on the Arlington Travel Soccer Association  (ATSC) web site.  

The Arlington County Board is set to vote on the bond issue which will include several capital improvements that will benefit soccer (North Track fields, synthetic fields across the county).  With these improvements Arlington will boast an impressive amount of synthetic fields and overall high quality soccer fields.  Board members will attend the meeting in case any representations are needed.  The ATSC soccer community was well represented and vocal at the County Board CIP public hearing, when these plans were actually discussed and debated.

The President noted that the Arlington County Sports Division is re-evaluating relationships with sports groups in the county.  This may result in a change for the current system where ATSC works through the Arlington Soccer Association in dealing with the county.  

The ATSC new managers meeting will be held June 30.  It will include a discussion of the new online registration system and the new RosterPro system from Virginia Youth Soccer Association (VYSA) will be effective July 1.

Treasurer’s Report:  ATSC’s net cash on hand was reported at $17,5764.96.  Ron drew the board’s attention to the fact that all teams are current with their payments.  The new online payment system will require changes in budgeting by each team but it should not be difficult once understood and used by teams.  

Commissioners and League Rep Reports:  WAGS has adopted the 8 v 8 format beginning in the fall 2004 for U-11 teams.  There will be ramifications for tournaments and State Cup competitions down the line.  ODSL voted not to adopt this format and will remain 11 v 11 from U-11 through U-19.  NCSL did not consider moving to the new format.  All three reps stressed that early July is the deadline for team registrations with a short window for withdrawing the teams.  

Director of Coaching Report:  Phil reported for Grant (attending tryouts) reported that all teams looking for coaches have been provided with candidates/resumes for the positions.    

Tryouts:   Stephanie relayed a hearty thanks to all the volunteers who helped/helping with the tryouts.  With a little cooperation from the weather and the use of the online registration system, the tryouts were going very smoothly this year.  The U-9 tryouts were complete as well at the U-10 girls.  The U-10 boys and U-11 teams will be complete by the end of June.  The notices for the older team tryouts were posted on the ATSC web site as well as WAGS, ODSL and NCSL and were going smoothly.  For next year, the ability to interface with the online system will be reinforced since this is crucial for the smooth signups.  

Old Business:  A small group of board members will develop a recommendation on a written policy for parent coaches.  Currently ATSC has an unwritten rule of not allowing parent coaches.  

The Uniform Coordinator will look into polo and soccer/athletic shirts with the ATSC logo in time for the fall season.  The idea is to make them available for coaches and as a fundraising tool.  
New Business:  The fall ATSC Club Council meeting date was set for August 24.

The ATSC coaches game was set for September 11, 5:00-8:00 pm, Quincy Field. 

ATSC needs a new group to set up and take down nets.  The payment is $650 per season and usually involves 2-4 fields per weekend, an hour per field.  The word will be sent out to the older teams to see if they would like to take this on as a fundraising activity (as long as there is a non-player backup due to the potential conflict with league games).

The meeting adjourned at 9:20.
